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POLICY:

All juvenile offenders shall be classified into the most appropriate security and program
level. Juveniles may appeal their classification in accordance with the procedures set out
below.

PROCEDURES:

Each superintendent shall be responsible for establishing a classification process that
covers the following:

A. Classification plans

B. Classification status reviews

C. Pre-parole progress reports

D. Special needs
There shall be an appeal process established.
ACTION:

This policy takes effect immediately upon approval. This policy does not supersede any
existing JJA policy.
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
